*Final Agreement’ to amend FCM Ordinance #1 and to resalve issues

related to the proposed development of FCM and to address community concers
related to noise impact. In Sept 2003, MAC developed an "Operational Implemenation Plan”
that addresses the noise elements and requirements agreed to in the Final Agreement. MAC Ordinance

No. 97 has been implemented and replaces the previous MAC Ordinance No. 51. The new Ordinance prohibits aircraft
maintenance run-ups at Flying Cloud Airport between the hours of 2200 and 0700 local time and restricts the use of the
aifport to only aircraft weighing less than 60,000 pounds certified max gross takeoff weight, dual wheel
1. Exemptions to the above restrictions do exist in the case of emergency, U.S. Goverment Aircraft or unscheduled
maintenance run-ups that are required to meet a departure time the next morning
2. MAC Ordinance No. 57 carties punitive action in the form of a misdemeanor punishable in accordance with
Minnesota Statues, Section 09.03. Per Ordinance #97 and except in the circumstances outlined in the previous
section, engine tests and maintenance runups are prohibited between 2200 lacal time and 0700 local time
The period 0f 2200 hours to 0700 hours is when most people are
resting and are most sensitive to noise intrusions.
Perthe Operational lmplementation Plan, MAC has impleme ited a
voluntary restriction on operations during the quiet hours, 2200 to 0700
local time
Perthe Operational Implementation Plan, complaints received
from Eden Prairie residents, aiport users, Fixed
Base Operators or any other source will be
evaluate dfinvestigated to determine whether a
violation or failure to comply with a voluntary measure has occurred. The
nature of a violation will be determined by evaluating the Airport Noise and
Operations Monitoring Syster (ANOMS) flight data for the time period of interest
to verify the claims made by the complainant

On the website, enter your own address. Addresses are kept confidential—only the general location
of a complaint will be reported. The prompts ask for a date and time of the disturbance and then you
can identify what kind of complaint you have — Helicopter, Excessive Noise, Low (Flying Plane),
Structural Disturbance, Ground, Run-up {for maintenance), Frequency, EarlylLate (noise) or Other.
Then there is a pull-down where you can identify Flying Cloud as the airport. Remember, MAC and
Flying Cloud made an agreement with the City of Eden Prairie where Flying Cloud and the
businesses and people who use Flying Cloud are to
avoid making noise between the hours of 10PM and 7AM!
If you are being disturbed during these hours or any hour of the day, you should complain
MAC's website makes it easy to register your complaint

If you don’t complain—nothing will change. /t is up to you!
